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K-W-L Chart


A K-W-L chart is a graphic organizer used to develop goal-setting strategies that allow a person to reflect and record what he or she Knows now, what he or she Wants to know, and what he or she Learned during the process of reaching the intended goals.





When completing the K-W-L chart throughout the module series, ask the following questions:


What do I already know about formative assessment?


What difficulties am I having understanding what formative assessment is?  How does it fit into my school or classroom?  (You may also participate in the PLC to discuss additional “want to know” items.)


What specific steps can I take to reach the goal of understanding formative assessment and to utilize it in my school or classroom?
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
